LATITUDE: 26°  24' S; LONGITUDE: 147°  07' E; MAG.VAR: 7' E app. 
ALTITUDE: 1,400 feet approx. 
POSITION: mile NNW of Morven Railway Station. 
RELEVANT AVIATION MAPS: Mercator Sheet G.8. Stripmap No.3. 
SURROUNDING COUNTRY: Timbered, generally unsuitable for forced 
landings. 

LANDMARKS: Railway Station and trucking yards 600 yards south. 
Small cemetery 200 yards south of ground.

East - over 20 feet tel.line, other-
wise open. West - clear, except for scattered clumps of 
timber. 

MARKINGS; White cross and wind indicator and boundary marks.
