# On Friday morning: last, in attempt.
ing to land: after having completed a
solo flight at Point Cok, Albert John
Freeman Greenwood, one of the cadets:

the accident occurred. As he was 'lt-
tempting a right-hand turn the ma-
chine stalled, -and crashed to the
ground, - Greenwood had previously
flowwn nan neroplane of the same type.

The secretary of the Ajr Board (Ma-
jor PV, Coleman) interviewed in re-
aard to the accident, said that te re-
main in the air an aeroplane had to
develop a certain speed—in the ease
of most types of machines, a speed of
‘hetween 30 and 50 miles an hour, If
the speed were allowed to hecome loss
the aeroplane would he caused by the
force of gmravity teo fall in the  same
aeny as any other object which was
‘Theavier than the atmospliere. . When

this occurred it was said that . the,

machine had stalled:” Stalling was re-
spongihle for a - great - pereentage of
acroplane accidents, more particulurly
among eadets who were learning to fly.
Ktalling might take place even it the
machine wete in perfect condition. Mnas=
jor Coleman added that since 1921 only
four fatal aeccidents had eccurred to
members of the TNoyal Australian” Air
Jorcee. while engaged in flying oper-
ations, o ‘
Ministerial Assurance.

'he Minister for Defence (Sir Nev-
ilte Howse, V.Y interrogated in the
House of Representatives, said that:
Greenwood was on o service flizht
when the acceident had occurred. e
had performed his first solo flizht suc-
cessfully on the previous day. When
approaching the acrodrome that morn-
ing he appeared to have overshot his
objective. and was manecuvring to got
into the aerodrome when his machine
stalled. Every endeavour had heen
made by the authorities to  ensure.
that none but the best pilots should
he engaged in the training of aviation
cidets, The hest types of machines
were heing usged-in bhoth defence and
civil aviation, and the measures taken
for the safety and security of persons
engaged  in aviation work compared
favourably with the best precautions
taken in other countries of the world,
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
